Ergoldsbacher roof tiles are natural 
building materials through and 
through. This is also evident from the 
fact that the individual tiles display 
slight variations in colour.
Given that the regulations and roofing 
traditions vary throughout Europe, our 
manufacturer’s instructions should be 
given priority when you lay the tiles.
The sizes and weights given are nomi-
nal values. Owing to changes in the 
raw materials and varying shrinkage 
characteristics, it is not always possible 
to prevent deviations. It is therefore 
advisable to check the dimensions of 
the roof before laying the tiles.
Occasional imperfections are an  
inherent part of the production/trans-
portation process and do not affect 
the quality of the roof tiles.
